This is how you get to the Network Meeting:

Please open the document “Campusplan der TU Dortmund” / “Campus map of TU
Dortmund”. The “Seminarraumgebaude” is labeled and colored in pink. Oral sessions will be
held in room 1.001 (at the entrance take the stairs to first floor, then keep to the left) and
poster sessions are in room 2.008. Inside the building signs will guide you to these rooms on
the day of the meeting.

By car

The campus of TU Dortmund University is located close to interstate junction Dortmund
West, where the Sauerlandlinie A 45 (Frankfurt-Dortmund) crosses the Ruhrschnellweg B 1 /
A 40. The best interstate Exit to take from B 1 / A 40 is “Dortmund-Dorstfeld” (closer to
North Campus). Signs to the University are posted at the exit. Also, there is a new exit before
you pass over the B 1-bridge leading into Dortmund.

Park your car at the big parking lot across the building Otto-Hahn-Str. 4a. Following the
dashed black line on Campus map you should reach the “Seminarraumgebaude” in about 5
minutes.

By train

TU Dortmund University has its own train station (“Dortmund Universitat”). From there,
suburban trains (S-Bahn) leave for Dortmund main station (“Dortmund Hauptbahnhof”,
travel time 6 min) and Dlsseldorf main station via the “Diisseldorf Airport Train Station”. The
University is easily reached from Bochum, Essen, Miilheim an der Ruhr and Duisburg via S1.
Following the dashed black line on the map across the campus you should reach the
“Seminarraumgebaude” in about 10 min. Please climb the stairs to cross the street
(Vogelpothsweg) on the upper level.
